
 

RULES 
 

1.1 The Regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 
2009-2012 (RRS). 

 
1.2 Safety 

Personal buoyancy devices to Australian Standards AS1512, AS2260 or AS1499 
shall be worn at all times while afloat as per YA Special Regulations. 

 
2. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
 

2.1 Entry is open to all helm persons and crew who are financial members of a club 
affiliated with the Yachting Australia (YA) & the Pelican Sailing Association (Inc) 
and possess a current YA Youth membership card. Proof of membership will be 
required at registration or a photocopy of proof enclosed with entry. The helm 
person & crew shall be under the age of 16 years on 15th October 2009. The 
Organizing Authority reserves the right to refuse an entry. 

 
2.2 The regatta is open to all boats currently registered with Pelican Sailing 

Association (Inc). 
 

2.3 The hull and equipment shall comply with the Rules of Construction and 
Measurement of the Pelican Sailing Association (Inc) and hold a valid 
Measurement Certificate that must be produced at the time of registration. A 
photocopy submitted with the Entry Form will be acceptable. 

 
2.4 Eligible boats may be entered by completing the entry and indemnity form 

attached to this Notice of Race and lodging them with the Geraldton Yacht Club 
Inc by27 March 2010 accompanied by the required fee of $200. The cost of 
championship race day lunches and Presentation Dinner for Helm person & crew 
is included in the regatta Entry Fee. 

 
2.5 Late registration will be accepted up to 0930 hours on Monday 5th of April 2010. 

A late registration fee of $25 will apply to these entries. 
 

2.6 No change in the nominated helm person or crew will be permitted without the 
written permission of the Race Committee. Changes will only be allowed in 
exceptional circumstances and requests shall be submitted in writing to the Race 
Committee at least one hour before the race affected by the proposed change. 
Permission if granted will be given in writing. 

 
2.7 For the purposes of the 1st year skippers trophies a First Year Skipper is defined by 

PSA Racing Rules  1 b) as a First year skipper is a skipper who has not skippered 
any class of yacht before the last state championships. He/she is considered a 1st 
Year Skipper from after a state championship to the next state championship.
